Reading Comprehension

1. (B) Here, “idol” doesn’t have anything to do with gods or temples. Rather it is used as a synonym for pop-stars and actors.

2. (C) Both (A) and (C) mean “mediated”, while (B) means “meditated”, and (D) is “medicated.” However, as in the previous sentence, there is the word “media,” by using “mediated” we mean “through the media.”

3. (A ) From the tone used in the paragraph, it is clear that it is describing the results from a survey or study. We understand this from the references to comparisons, which would be ineffective unless backed up by a survey or a study, especially as the context is subjective.

4. (D) “…many young audiences heavily consume television…possibly out of…convenience…” (lines 32-35).

5. (D) “…the teenagers’ access to “adult” materials…is in effect unrestrained” (lines 44-46). This means that they may watch “adult” or Category III movies. The others may be possibilities, but are not mentioned in the paragraph.

6. (C) “…newspaper reading usually associates positively with socially desirable behaviours…” (lines 52-53). The others are either not found in the paragraph or are composed of phrases from 2 different sentences and are thus not right.

7. (D) “…we may say that the mass media does have some kind of influence on the youth…” (lines 64-65 ). This line completely supports (D) and refutes all the other choices.

8. (C) “The influence of the media can be both desirable and undesirable” (lines 68-69). Later on in the paragraph, we can find examples of this.

9. (B) “At the same time…media may correlate positively with the youth’s attitudes on…rejection of existing moral standards…” (lines 72-77). This means that the youth already reject moral standards and that the media can help enforce that.

10. (C) “…we should be aware of the influence of other non-media factors that contribute…with the media in affecting these values” (lines 80-82). Here, “the values” means “youth’s values”, which is derived from the previous sentence.

11. (A) “Youth programs…should be more differentiated so that they are more age-sensitive and sex-sensitive.” (lines 84-86). “They” is used to mean “youth programs.”

12. (D) In this article, the writer is trying to explain how the youth are influenced by the mass media. Here, he says that they are influenced because they do not carefully choose and analyze the programs they watch (i.e. critical). The other meanings have meanings similar to “critical”, but in this context, they are without meaning or place.

13. (A) “…the importance of doing youth indicator research on a long-term basis” (lines 103-104). He is trying to imply that doing surveys on the youth is important in the long-term. This has similar meaning to (A).

14. (D) This is a matter of understanding. (A), (B) and (C) all have geographical implications, which have nothing to do with the subject here. However, as mentioned in line 104, we see that “longitudinal” means “long-term.”

15. (D) Refer to lines 3-4: “…restricted to the members of noble families an persons of high rank in the armed services (i.e. military officers of high rank).

16. (D) Refer to lines 6-7: “…naturally, the more rare the award (i.e. fewer awards), the greater its fame and value in the general estimation.”

17. (B) “Coveted”: want to possess (i.e. “desired”)

18. (D) Refer to lines 19-21: “…appointment to which was by no means confined to those of high rank or noble birth”

19. (A) Refer to lines 25-26: “General Moreau, a famous Napoleonic general and a great gourmet (person who enjoys and is expert in the choice of fine food, wines etc.)”

20. (C) Refer to line 27.

21. (C) Refer to line 34-36.

22. (D) “Official”: recognized by authority.  “Quota”: maximum number or amount of people or things allowed.  As the previous sentence talks about the Legion of Honour, the “official quota” in this sentence also refers to the Legion of Honour.  Options A and C are incorrect as they refer to number of Frenchmen.  Option B refers to the “small number” of appointments which is not mentioned in the passage.  Hence, option D is the answer.

23. (D) “Abuse”: to use wrongly or improperly.  Hence, the answer is D.

24. (B) Refer to lines 47-56.  The honours should be distributed irrespective of the class and walk of life, which matches with “democracy” in a much-abused sense.

25. (D) Refer to lines 63-64.

26. (A) Refer to lines 87-88.

27. (B) Refer to lines 97-99.

28. (D) Refer to lines 108-109: “…it is right and laudable to endeavour (try) to obtain some suitable recognition.”

MC Cloze

29. (B) The sentence is in simple present tense and the subject is singular, so obviously the answer is “is”.

30. (D) Here we need a possessive determiner to show that the features, namely thick legs, huge sides and back etc., belong to elephants. Since the subject is “an elephant”, which is a singular subject, the suitable possessive determiner of it is “its”.

31. (A) “Trunk” is the name of an elephant’s long “nose.” Whenever referring to the name of the former subject, the phrase “is called” is usually used.

32. (D) A noun is needed here. According to the meaning of “various”, which means “several kinds”, there must be more than one use. So the answer should be “uses”.

33. (D) Since “draws up water” is done through the trunk, the preposition used should be “into”.

34. (C) The phrase “serve as” is used to express the meaning of working for or performing certain duties.

35. (B) The meanings of the 2 clauses in this sentence are extremely different. To connect these 2 clauses together, only the conjunctions “but” and “yet” are suitable. However, conjunction “and” can never be followed by “but”, so this only leaves “yet” as the correct answer.

36. (C) The sentence is in simple present tense and the subject is plural, so the answer should be C, “are found”.

37. (B) A verb is needed here, since the subject of this sentence is singular, the answer should be “differs”. “Different” is an adjective and “difference” is a noun.

38. (A) “Consider to be” is an expression commonly used to show the opinion regarding something or somebody.

39. (A) As mentioned, elephants are very shy animals and they always want to keep a distance from men. The word “away” can only be followed by either “from” or “with” among the 4 choices. “Away with” is an idiom, meaning to remove something or to make somebody leave and it is not suitable for this case. “Away from” means to keep a distance in space and is therefore the appropriate answer.

40. (B) The former part of the sentence implies that elephants are vegetarians, so obviously the following part is the reason stating why elephants are vegetarians. Among all the choices, only “for” possess the meaning of “reason”.

41. (C) A noun is needed here. “Intelligible” is an adjective, meaning “can be understood”. Since its meaning does not make any sense in this sentence, it is not the correct answer. “Intelligence” means “having the power of learning, understanding and reasoning”. Its meaning suits the context and it is a noun, so it is the correct answer. “Intelligent” is an adjective of intelligence and “intelligently” is the adverb.

42. (D) To join something together, we usually make use of the expression “combine with”. The other choices “to”, “in”, “at” cannot form a phrase with “combine”.

43. (A) Passive voice is used in this sentence, “are” should be followed by a subject complement. Therefore the answer is “made”.

44. (C) It is a passive sentence. Since the subject is “large guns”, which is plural, the corresponding verb to be used is “are used”.

45. (C) Because the elephants are caught for taming and training, they must not be dead when caught. To express the meaning of living, the adjective “alive” is used.

46. (B) To indicate the time and the occasion of being attacked, the conjunction “when” should be used.

47. (A) “Either…or” is a commonly used expression to show the alternative between 2 conditions. “Neither” is always used with “nor” but never “or”.

48. “Over”, used as a preposition in this case, means “passed through a period of time”.

51. This is a question of collocation.  “Conducting a study/survey” is a common and formal collocation, while “doing a study” is informal but acceptable.

52. To introduce the cause of “worry”, “as, since or because” can be used here.

“as”、“since”、“because”都可用於此，以說明“worry”的原因。

53. In this context, we can infer that people are worried because of the increasing number of suicides.  Hence, either “growth” or “rise” is acceptable. “Increase” cannot be used because the article “a” is before it.

54. The theme of this passage is student suicide.  Hence, “themselves” is the object of this sentence, with “students” being the subject.

55. After the blank, we see “10” and “8,” hinting that what has fallen is “figures” or “numbers”.

56. “So far” = “until now”, referring to “up till the present point.”  It is always followed by present perfect tense.

57. A preposition is needed here, which leads to the meaning that September was the beginning (started from September) or the new school year started in September.

58. The verb used for “suicide” is “commit”, whose past participle is “committed”.

59. “From…to” or “between… and”.

“From…to”或“between… and”

60. To show a comparison in this sentence structure, “with” should be used after “compared”. “Compared to” can also be used.

61. To show a list of problems, either “include” or “are” can be used as the main verb in this sentence.

62. The noun “lack” + “of” means “insufficient, not enough”.  If “lack” is a verb, it cannot be followed by the preposition “of”.

63. “So forth” is used to express that there are still other items that you could mention aside from the ones that you have already mentioned.  It shares a similar meaning with “etc.”

64. In this context, if something “causes for” a particular part or proportion of something, it is what that part of proportion it consists of. Since here, “causes” is used, “of” should be used to complement it.  “To be a cause of” something means that something causes something else.

在這文中，若某事物構成其他事情或事物的特定部分，那就構成理由。由於這裡用 “causes”，所以應用 “of”以補充 “it”.“To be a cause of something”的意思是某事物造成其他事情或事物。
65. “By” is used after the passive tense “were triggered”.

66. “Take place” is a common expression, meaning “happen”.

“take place”是一個常用的表達手法，意思是發生(“happen”)。

67. (K) Option K continues with the first sentence, discussing the changing attitudes towards the fictional idea of a patchwork zombie, providing a contrast for the following sentence: people’s attitude towards the actualization of the fictional ideas.
68. (A) Option A follows the previous sentence and continues the people’s arguments against transplantation.  “A thorny (causing difficulty or disagreement) question” in option A echoes “arguing hotly about the pros and cons” of its previous sentence.

69. (E) This paragraph presents an argument against transplant surgery.  Option E continues with the previous sentence by showing the worries and the hesitation that other people have towards such operations.

70. (J) The conclusion of “pitiable shame” is drawn with the juxtaposition of two contradictory facts: on one hand, lives are smashed with the mal-functioning of some organs.  On the other hand, some dead people take their “good organs” to the tomb (option J), without leaving for the needy to have their lives continued.

71. (C) Option C is a further illustration of the previous sentence on the issue of the increase in the number of donors.  With the problem stated in the previous sentence (“donors don’t grow on trees”), C gives a practical solution for the problem (“encourage more people to accept transplants as good”).

72. (I) Option I has a cause-and-effect relationship with the previous sentence: since a few people like to think of their deaths, there will be few people participating in the organ donation scheme if the scheme is run on a voluntary basis.

73. (B) The word “declaration” in Option B refers to the declaration made by the medical profession suggested in the previous paragraph.

74. (H) As the previous sentence discusses what would happen if the opening of a register is successful, we expect that the sentence that follows will illustrate the negative/opposite condition.

75. (D) If the reaction is negative, we would suppose the government/the authorities would play a more active and aggressive role and the regulation of donation would be more coercive in nature (as in option D).  Besides, “then” in option D refers to the “date” in the previous sentence.

76. (F) Option F is the consequence of the suggestion/proposal in the previous paragraph.

Proofreading

77. The sentence is written in passive voice.  After the verb “is”, a past participle (“intended”) is needed.
78. When the subject of a sentence contains 2 elements which are linked with “or”, whether the verb is in singular or plural form is determined by the latter element.  In this case, we should use “is” instead of “are”.

79. “Prior” is usually followed by “to” meaning “before”.

80. NULL

81. “Water” and “milk” are not specified in this sentence.  The definite article “the” is unnecessary here.

82. “Safety” is a noun.  However, after “be”, we need an adjective “safe”.

83. It is ungrammatical to have two main verbs (“are” and “open”) in a single sentence.  Considering the meaning of the two verbs, “are” is found to be redundant.

84. This is a sentence of passive voice.  “Are requiring” should be changed into “are required”.

85. “Although” and “but” cannot be used together in a single sentence.  However, “although” can be used together with “yet” or “still”.  Compare: (1) “Although Simon believes it, yet he will not take action now.” (opinionated), and (2) “Although Simon believes it, he will not take action now.” (factual)

86. NULL

87. “A full primary course” is a noun in singular form.  Its verb should be “consists”.

88. “Consist of” means “make up of, form from”.

89. If we want to add information to the verb “have been immunized”, we need an adverb.  Hence, “previous” should be changed to its adverb form “previously”.

90. NULL

91. “Contaminate” is a verb.  However, what we need is an adjective (“contaminated”) to describe “food, milk or water”.

92. It is unnecessary to have the definite article “the” here as the author did not previously specify any “injection or tablets”.

93. NULL

94. We need an adverb (“heavily”) to describe the adjective “contaminated”.
