The trouble with ‘tweens’

“Tweens' are a recently defined age group
which is fast becoming a force to be reckoned
with in the home and in the marketplace. They are
pre-adolescents — more noticeably girls, between

5 cight and 12, who scem to display maturity beyond
their years. They dress, act and talk like teenagers,
prefer pin-up boy bands to children’s TV characters,
and tight belly-revealing tops to ribbons and bows
They can often hold their own in a conversation

10 with adults and are interested in fashion and fads.

Their emergence has been described as one of
the biggest consumer trends ever seen and has been
Iapped up by the marketing, music and clothing
industries worldwide which now see them as one

15 of the most significant consumer groups. In the
United States alone, their buying power is tipped
to reach USS41 billion this year.

Like the ‘teenager’ before them, who became
a distinct identity in the early 1940s when

20 unemployment forced more young people into
high school rather than the job market, the tweens'
arrival has been linked to social and economic
factors. Chief among these, say experts, is ‘media
power'. Children spend more time in front of the

25 television — a fact proven by many a survey. In
Hong Kong, a poll in 2000 révealed that children
spend about 1.5 hours a day watching television,
on top of hours spent in front of the computer on
the intermet. There they are bombarded with images

30 of the pop stars they aspire to be. Additionally teen
‘magazines tell them how to dress and behave.
Unlike generations past, tweens choose what they
wear rather than being forced to wear what their
‘mum thinks is suitable.

35 “Growing up is far more complicated than a
generation ago,” writes Paul Robertson in the
newsletter of the Centre for Parent/Youth
Understanding in the United States. “Life appears
0 be stuck on fast-forward. Every parent I meet

40 has an cight-year-old going on 21. In many ways
our children are enticed by marketers to dress,

Jenni Smith, a child-development psychologist
with 2 leading British educational-toy store, says

65 strong spending power. A survey released in July
by A C Nielsen said Hong Kong primary school
pupils were receiving on average $200 a month in
spending money from parents while onc-half of
teenagers could expect as much as $1,000 per month.

Pedro Man, president of Starbucks Coffee Asia Pacific
Limited, felt confident of Starbucks’ chances of
succeeding in this tough market, supporting his argument
by stating that the coffee chain opens § to 10 new stores
within the first 12 fo 18 months afler opening their first
store in & particular market. Mr Man has reason for
optimism. ~ Starbucks has just opened its 30th shop in
Hong Kong and is planning new outlets on the mainland.
It has even put egg tarts on the menu n its Macau store as
4 concession to local fastes. But coffee connoisseurs
wam that Macau will be a tougher egg 1o crack than
Hong Kong. Ruled by the Portuguese for 442 years
untl its reversion to Chinese rule in 1999, Macau is
known for its dozens of traditional Chinese and
Portuguese cafés and coffee shops. Due to the
Porauguese influence, many local Chinese have become
coffee lovers. The first Starbucks outlet occupies &
pink, colonial-syle three-storey terraced house on the
Senado square between the Szo Domingos church and the
City Hall. The square and its adjacent buildings have
been classified as a cultural heritage site and the area is
widely regarded as Macau’s golden tourist mile.

Margaret Wong Stow, the owner of Margaret's Café e
Nata, said she was ‘ot worried at all’ about the new
compeition. 1 tell my clients to go to Starbucks and
fry. Lam sure they will all come back to me,” said Mrs
Stow, who has run her store, famous for its Portuguese
egg tart, in a courtyard near the Praia Grande Bay for
more than @ decade. Speaking three days afler the
opening of the Starbucks store, which is just a fow
hundred metres away, Mrs Stow said the competition had
not affected her business as the coffee and egg tarts in her
café were cheaper than Starbucks.

Femando Marques, owner of the Ou Min Café on
Travessa de Sao Domingos, a small lane near the
Starbucks store, said he now atracted more clents than

before the opening. Mr Marques, who opened his
typical Portuguese café just seven months ago, said
he atributed the increase to a local TV interview he
gave on the day of the Starbucks opening. In the
interview, Mr Marques pointed out that his café sold
typical Portuguese coffee and pasiry and that it was
thercfore ‘completely different’ from what the
American chain had t0 offer. _“Our prices are lower
and we only sell the best Portuguese breads and.
cakes,” Mr Marques said.

‘The manager of 2 Chinese-style café on Rua dos
Mercadores near the Senado square which has been
in business for three decades said he was ‘not
worried about this expensive American stuff’. He
said a cup of coffee with a piece of pincapple cake
cost his clients just 740 patacas, while Starbucks
clients had to fork out 12 paacas just for a ‘poor
espresso’.

‘The public’s reaction to the arrival of Starbucks has
been mited. Luiz Teves, a longime local
Portuguese resident originally from Angola, said he
liked the store’s ‘impeccably clean toilets’ and its
atmosphere and decor, but found that a standard cup
of espresso contained ‘a ridiculously small amount of
coffee’. Mr Teves also said he found the ‘rather
big’ Starbucks neon sign on the protected building’s
facade ‘quite offensive’. Iris Cheang, & local
‘magazine editor in her 305, said she welcomed the
opening of the store because it meant something
different and a fresh investment in Macau’s tourism
industry. However, her husband, Chis Sum, who is
2 senior information technology expert, said he
regarded the self-service Starbucks store as ‘nothirg
more than a_high-class McDonalds restaurant’.
Carl Leong, who works in 2 local pawnshop, said he
thought the new store would mainly be patronised by
Western tourists and local ‘yuppies worshipping
everything American’. U Tak-hon, a senior local
newispaper reporter who drinks at least five cups of
coffee a day, vowed to remain loyal to his traditional
Tocal cafés. ‘It i just an American fad,’ he said.

According to counter stff, Starbucks reported very
good.business in its first five days of operatin.
“We have many young local people and also many
foreign tourists among our customers,” one said.
